With Chevron Humankind, supporting the causes you care about has never been easier and the pool of eligible nonprofits so large. 
Nonprofits eligible to receive Chevron Humankind matching funds include:
· Nonprofit organizations recognized by the U.S. Internal Revenue Service both as tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code (IRC) and as public charities. This includes nonprofits that are:

· Parts of churches and private schools. Chevron Humankind will provide matching funds and grants to programs operated by faith-based organizations if those programs (a) are open to all individuals in the community regardless of religious belief; (b) serve a secular purpose, such as a food pantry or a homeless shelter; and (c) do not require participants to join in religious worship as a condition of receiving the services that the organization offers. 

· Members of an exempt group. Many national nonprofits have a tax exemption status that applies to member organizations. 

· Civic organizations (such as a volunteer fire department) recognized by the IRS as tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(4) of the IRC. 

· Governmental entities such as public libraries, publicly owned and operated museums, municipal zoos, public schools, state colleges and universities, and community colleges.

Among the exceptions are organizations that violate Chevron’s nondiscrimination policy or that represent a conflict of interest with Chevron’s business interests. See program guidelines on the Chevron Humankind Web site for more information.
Find out if your favorite nonprofit is currently eligible for Chevron Humankind matching funds.
You have two options:

· From the Chevron Humankind Web home page, click Give and Match. Complete Step 1 to reach an organization search page.

· From the Chevron Humankind Web home page, click Grants for Good. Click the record your hours link. Next, click Select an organization and record hours. On the page that opens, follow the link to search for a nonprofit.

From either page, search by name, location or category to find the nonprofit of your choice. 
If you’re not actually requesting a match or recording volunteer time, don’t worry – you can still search the database. Just be sure to cancel the session when you’re done browsing.
Can’t find your favorite nonprofit in our database? Propose it for eligibility consideration. 

When you request a match or record your volunteer hours, on the search results page follow the link that allows you to propose a nonprofit for eligibility consideration. Provide a little information, and we’ll take care of the eligibility process from there.
